A group of science teach-
ers from Morse, Mt.Ararat
and Brunswick high schools
received in-depth training
recently on regional water-
sheds as part of a workshop
initiated and hosted by
CREA and the Bowdoin
College Geology Depart-
ment.

Bowdoin College Profes-
sor Peter Lea organized the
summer workshop, funded
by the Merrymeeting Bay
Trust, with the intention of
developing a watershed
